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Headstone Photo Renaming
Photos uploaded to the cemeteries web site have to be named 1.jpg, 2.jpg, 3.jpg… Photos you take with your camera will normally be named something like DSC08142.JPG. There will also often be gaps in the numbering.

If you transcribe the photos yourself you need to rename the photos first so you can put the correct photo name in the spreadsheet. If you have hundreds or thousands of photos that can be a very time-consuming process.

There are various free programs available to rename all photos with a single click, saving you a huge amount of time. The recommended program is Faststone Photo Resizer. (As the name implies it can also resize photos.) 
Faststone Installation

1. Go to web site http://www.faststone.org/FSResizerDetail.htm It looks like this:
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2. Click on the Download button to the right of the picture. You will get a second page that looks like this:
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Note:

exe
A single executable file that installs the application in your computer. Recommended for most users.




3. Click on the exe Download button (first button). You will get a box similar to the following asking where you want to save the file to:
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4. Choose a suitable folder and click Save (I have a folder called Downloads).

5. Start Windows Explorer (My Computer) and navigate to where you saved the program. It is called FSResizerSetupxx.exe. (xx is the version number).

6. If you have a virus protection program, check the program for viruses. (I right click on the file name and select “Check for Viruses” option.) You should always check files downloaded from the internet for viruses.

7. Assuming it is clean, double click on the file name to run it. Answer any security questions and the program will be installed on your PC.

Preparing to Rename

Assume you have a folder called Bourke Cemetery containing all the photos, named eg. DSC08134.JPG, DSC08135.JPG

The program will rename all of the photos to 1.jpg, 2.jpg, 3.jpg…

If you want to retain the files with the original names, create a new folder and make a copy of the photos first.
Run Faststone
1. Locate the Faststone startup shortcut that was created. It may be on your desktop or in your Start Menu. It will be called Faststone Photo Resizer. 
2. Start the Program. You will get a screen similar to the following:
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3. Click on the Batch Rename tab at the top. The screen will now look like this:

4. Navigate to the folder containing your photos. Make sure it only contains headstone photos, not general cemetery shots.
5. Click Add All in the middle of the screen to add all photos to the right hand box ready for renaming.

6. Change the Sort box in the top right hand corner to Name using the drop-down arrow.

7. Ensure the Use File Template button below the right hand box is highlighted.

8. Set the Template box to just: #

9. Set the start number at the right of the template box to 1. (If you are doing a second batch of photos for the same cemetery, set the number to be the next higher number.)

10. Set the Ext Case box under the Template box to be lower.

11. Your screen should now look like this: (If you cannot read it, use Menu/View/Zoom to enlarge the Word document.)
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12. Click Rename in the bottom right. Click Yes in the confirmation box.

13. All of your photos are renamed.

14. Close the program.

15. The next time you run the program the options you selected above will be remembered, although you should still check that they are correct.
